Can You Beat Daron Rahlves?

Those of us going on the
trip to Steamboat will
have the opportunity to
race Nastar, on a short,
fun course. The official
race schedule is
Wednesday through
Sunday, from 10:30to
12:30. Thereis asmall
Daron fee torace. You can pay
by the run, or for $10.00 or so, purchase a
pass for unlimited runs in one day. The course
is much shorter than at Mammoth. Itisona
run called Bashor, which is a blue run, as
opposed to being a black diamond, like
Fascination.

To race, all you need to do is show up at the
start booth, fill out the form, pay, and go. If
your time is fast enough, collect your medal at
the end.

Steamboat is one of many resorts across the
country that participates in the Nastar (Na-
tional Standard) race series. These races
allow you to compare your time to the times of
racers at other resorts using a handicap
system. This year, the national pacesetter is
Daron Rahlves. After each run, you will get
your time and handicap. The handicap tells
you how much you would have beaten Daron
by, had he been racing against you. If you

want to know exactly how this works (there’s
math involved), go to www.nastar.com.
